World Regional Geography will pursue the following objectives.  Students will:
1.  Identify and describe the three major sociopolitical economic systems of the world.
2.  Describe the characteristics of physical geography and its influences on the characteristics and culture of the regions of the world.
4.  Identify the features of a culture that make it unique from others.
5.  Identify and describe the economic, social, and political characteristics of the nine (9) major cultural regions of the world, the United States/Canada, Europe/Russia, the Islamic region, East Asia, South Asia, South East Asia, Sub-Saharan Africa, Latin America, and Oceania.

6.  Demonstrate a tolerance of cultural variations different from their own.
7.  Demonstrate an understanding of the role of regional history in influencing current social, economic, and political situations in regions of the world.
8.  Demonstrate an awareness of current world cultural problems, conflicts, concerns and situations.
