Course Description:
Materials
· Students should have a notebook to use only for a science notebook.  This notebook is to be brought to class daily and may be used on some tests.  The notes may not be used for weekly Latin or pop quizzes.
· Planners should be brought to class each day.
· Textbooks should be brought to class every day.
· Students should always have at least one pencil for classwork.  No assignments will be accepted when completed in pen.  (There will be a daily grade of 4 points, one point for each for pencil, planner, textbook, and notebook.  If a student does not copy the weekly class agenda in their planner, they may be docked their 1 point @ day planner grade.  Absences will have no daily grade entry and may not be made up – so absent days will count neither for nor against a student).
· Colored pencils will be used.  
· Calculators will be used in some units.
· Vocabulary assignments may not be typed.
Planner
· The weekly agenda will be posted on the overhead each Monday.  Students are expected to copy this agenda into their planner.  
· Latin root words and definitions for the following week will also be posted.  These should also be copied into the planner.  
· The planner will serve as the pass for students when in the halls.  
Late Work
· The students are expected to complete all assignments.  All make-up work should be completed promptly the following class period and students are expected to find out what was missed during absences.  
· After the next class if make-up work has not been submitted it will be worth 50% of total points until the end of that unit and listed in the gradebook as “m” for missing.  After that unit the grade will be counted “l” for late and may not be submitted for credit
· No student who has completed all assignments will fail, no matter what their point totals.  
· No make-up quizzes or tests will be accepted after the end of the 9-week grading period in which that quiz or test was issued.  
· Some class tests are take- home tests.  If a student misses one of these tests, they must schedule a before/after school time or seminar to make up the test.  The make up test will be from the same content, but may be in a different format, usually essay and short answer.  The make up test may also have a shorter time period in which to be completed.  
· Article review assignments will not be accepted late.  One review is due each 9 weeks and students may complete extra reviews.
· Students who complete assignments will be successful.  Students who do not complete assignments may not be successful.

Tardies
	If a student is tardy they will be expected to report back to Mr. Haggard’s class to serve 5 minutes
 after school.  If the student does not return to serve this short detention, their name will be submitted
 to the office to serve a one-hour detention.
