Grading Policy

The student’s quarter grade will be determined by performance on assessments (45%), daily work, homework, and quizzes (45%), and final (10%). The total number of points earned during both quarters will determine the semester grade. The grading scale for all work is 90-100% = A; 80-89% = B; 70-79% = C; 60-69% = D; and below 60 % = F (no credit).

Revisions will be allowed on essays unless otherwise stated.  The original grade and the revision grade will be averaged for the final grade.  Unless otherwise stated, assignments are due on the date scheduled and may not receive credit if late.  Quizzes or assessments missed due to absence can only be made up outside of regular class time or by appointment.  Work missed due to absence must be made up within two class days for each day missed.  Students are responsible for getting make-up work and for getting it in on time.  Reminders will not be given.  Make use of your planner to help with organizing your schedule. Students who miss class because of a school trip are responsible for making arrangements for taking the quizzes and tests before the absence.  It may not be possible to make up some work, such as group activities or films over which grades will be taken.

General Guidelines

1. All work must be done in pen or typed.  If using notebook paper from a spiral notebook, remove frayed edges.  Work that is typed must be double-spaced, in size 12, Times News Roman, Palatino, or other easy to read font. 
2. Papers must use MLA style heading.

3. Both a hard copy and an electronic copy are needed for each composition. Electronic copies are to be sent to Blackboard. You may contact me outside of class time at plhsteacher@aol.com 

4. No materials will be borrowed or loaned.
5. Each student is permitted two passes per quarter; once both passes are used, the student will need to make up 10 minutes after school for each additional pass. This includes locker, restroom, etc.

6. In order to receive your make-up work after being absent, you must have and admit slip unless on a school-sponsored trip.  You will need to take responsibility for getting your work without delaying or disrupting the class.

Plagiarism—Plagiarism is the using of another person’s words or ideas and presenting them as your own without giving credit to the originator of the words or ideas.  Stated another way, it is stealing someone else’s material whether written or spoken. Anytime someone else’s ideas or words are used, you must either paraphrase or correctly quote them and identify the person and the source regardless of whether it is a speech, music video, encyclopedia, textbook, internet document or entry, magazine or any other type of material.

Plagiarism will not be tolerated.  Students who plagiarize will not receive credit for their work. It is fine to quote or paraphrase someone or discuss someone else’s ideas; just be sure to give credit where credit is due.
