Student Evaluation:

Requirements:

This will be a class heavily emphasizing the writing process, so students will be required to write much both formally and informally.  These assignments will be worked on and completed both in and out of class, so students need to be diligent in both areas.     
Projects:

The projects will consist mainly of formal and informal writing assignments.  The grading criteria will be based upon each varying assignment and will be presented when the assignment is given.  In addition, in class and out of class reading will be assigned, primarily in the form of novels.  Accordingly, students will be expected to keep up with required readings and writing based upon the reading assignments.
Behavior Plan:

First consequence: a classroom warning is given
Second consequence: a hallway discussion is given and an agreement about the problem is made and understood by both the teacher and student

Third consequence: A detention is given or an office referral

Note: For serious behavior problems, the student will be sent directly to the office.
