Course Outline:

Outcomes:

This course is the fist in a series to give student’s basic woodworking skills and techniques in producing wood products.  Upon the successful completion of this class, each student will be able to:

1. Explain the importance of safety as well as practice and maintain safe attitudes as observed during the project construction performed during class time.

2. Demonstrate and explain the importance of a clear and thoughtful plan in the production of a quality product, by the making of a working drawing, plan of procedure, and bill of materials sheet for an assigned wood’s project(s). 

3. Identify and demonstrate the functions of the commonly used hand and power tools used in modern woodworking as observed in completing a project. 

4. List and identify each of the basic 7 wood joints as well as list in writing the advantages and disadvantages associated with each joint type. 

5. Demonstrate and explain the importance of proper assembly techniques in including clamping, metal fasteners, and glue use.  This will be accomplished through project piece construction. 

6. Demonstrate proper preparation needed to product a quality finish through the use of add in, defect covering, and imperfection removal. 

7. Demonstrate basic finishing applications used for furniture decoration and protection observed in completing a project.
