Course Description:

The Drawing class enhances skills developed in the Introduction to Art class. A wide variety of wet and dry media are explored: graphite, charcoal, pastel, oil pastel, pen and ink, scratchboard, and mixed media. The first nine weeks explores traditional drawing motifs: the figure, portraiture, animals, still life, and landscape. The second nine weeks focus upon creative synthesis of seemingly unrelated subject matter and unique approaches to drawing the common object. Projects are challenging and conceptually sophisticated.
