Outcomes

The following outcomes will be assessed during the semester/year:
TLW comprehend pieces of narrative, expository, persuasive, and technical writing.

TLW decode accurately and understand new words in reading materials.

Grading Policy

The student's quarter grade will be determined by performance on assessments, compositions, and projects (45%), daily work, class participation, homework, and quizzes (45%), and final (10%). Revisions are allowed on essays.  The original grade and the revision grade will be averaged for the final grade.   The grading scale for all work is 90-100% = A; 80-89% = B; 70-79% = C; 60-69% = D; and below 60% = F (no credit).

Unless otherwise stated, assignments are due on the date scheduled and may not receive credit if late.  Quizzes or assessments missed due to an absence can only be made up outside of regular class time or by appointment.  Work missed due to absence must be made up within two class days for each day missed.  Students are responsible for getting make-up work and for getting it in on time.  Reminders will not be given.  Make use of your planner.  Students who miss class because of a school trip are responsible for making arrangements for taking the quizzes and tests before the absence.  It may not be possible to make up some work such as group activities or films for which grades will be taken.  Late assignments may not receive full credit.
Classroom Rules

Adhere to all rules and policies as described in the PLHS Student & Parent Handbook.

Students MUST have their own planners in order to leave the room.  Students may have two passes to the restroom or to their lockers per quarter without penalty.  After the second pass, students will be required to make up 10 minutes before or after school for each ensuing pass.

Plagiarism -- Plagiarism is using another person's words or ideas and presenting them without giving credit to the originator of the words or ideas.  Stated another way, it is stealing someone else's material whether written or spoken.  Anytime someone else's ideas or words are used, you must either paraphrase or correctly quote them and identify the person and the source regardless of whether it is a speech, music video, encyclopedia, textbook, Internet document or entry, magazine, or any other type of material.

Plagiarism will not be tolerated.  Students who plagiarize will not receive credit for their work.  It is fine to use quotes and paraphrasing, or discuss someone else's ideas; just be sure to give credit where credit is due.

Classroom Expectations
Show RESPECT for others:

1. Manage your own space, keeping hands, feet, and our own objects to yourself.

2. Listen while another person is speaking

3. Refrain from using put-downs and sarcasm

Be RESPONSIBLE:

1. Come to class prepared and on time with books, papers, pen, and planner.

2. Follow directions the first time given.

3. Sit in assigned seat.

4. Ask for help when needed.

5. Complete all assignments and complete them on time.

6. Contribute to the learning environment in a positive manner.

Consequences

For failure to meet classroom expectations, the following will occur;

1. reminder

2. warning

3. conference with the teacher to develop a verbal plan for improvement

4. time out -- contact will be made with parent and the student will develop a written plan for improvement

5. referral to office

For serious misbehavior, the student will be sent directly to the office.

General Guidelines
Submitting Papers
1. All compositions must be typed and double-spaced, using size 12, Times New Roman or other easy to read font. These assignments must be sent to me electronically through Blackboard on or before the deadline listed; a hard copy must also be turned in on or before the due date.  To help me keep assignments organized you are to list the name of the assignment and the hour in the subject line of your electronic copy. It is your responsibility to see that your paper gets to me on or before the due date.
2. Compositions must be submitted as attachments using MLA Handbook style. That means everything is double spaced and you will list your name, instructor’s name, class name, and date on separate lines in the upper left hand corner. Your last name and the page number are to be in the upper right hand corner. Compositions also require a title which will be centered above the composition itself.
3. It is suggested that you save all papers until the grades are recorded in PowerSchool. Errors will need to be brought to my attention within one week of posting. You must have your paper with you before a grade change will be made.
