Course Description:
This is a semester course focused on greenhouse maintenance and production.
· Students will be doing daily care of plants and greenhouse jobs.  
· There will be activities with plant planting, propagation, design, marketing and sales.
· There will be two research projects to complete during the semester.  One must involve differential measurement of some aspect of plant growth or response and include a report (may be in a multi-media format) to include procedure, results and conclusion.  The second project must be an instruction of another district elementary or middle school class on some aspect of plant growth or production.
· Students will market production plants locally and conduct the plant sale in the spring.
