Textiles and Design III 

Course Description:  Students will be working independently to increase their skills in clothing and textiles.  Each student will complete a set of sewing samples demonstrating various advanced sewing techniques.  All students will be required to complete a minimum of 3 difficult projects, and they must utilize the serger for at least 1 project and incorporate an embroidered design into at least 1 project.

Prerequisite:  Textiles and Design II

Grading:  Refer to the FACS grading policy handout.

Outcomes:  Listed below are the units we will study this semester.


1.  TLW demonstrate advanced sewing techniques by completing a set of samples.

              2.  TLW demonstrate proper use of the embroidery machine.


3.  TLW construct three different items of clothing in which at least one will


     incorporate the use of the overlock machine and at least on will incorporate


     the use of the embroidery machine.

Attendance:  It is your responsibility to be present for each day of class.  If you have missed a class and it has been excused by the office, you are responsible for getting your make-up work assignments from the daily assignments notebook.  You have 2 days to make-up work for each excused day of absence.

Tardies:  You will be considered tardy if you are not in the room at the FIRST sound of the tardy bell.  If you have an excuse, bring it with you;  otherwise, you will be reported to the office as being tardy to class.  You will also be counted as tardy if you have to leave the room to get an admit slip.  For each tardy, you will serve 10 minutes afterschool that same day beginning no later than 3:15 in my room.  If you do not follow through, you will serve the consequences described in the disciplinary point system.

Passes:  Passes to the restroom and locker during class is highly discouraged.  You will be given 1 pass out of the room per quarter with no consequence.  If you request additional passes, you will need to make up 10 minutes after school on the same day beginning no later than 3:15 in my room. If you do not follow through, you will serve the consequences described in the disciplinary point system.

2.   50% of a student's final grade will be based upon performance on unit assessments 

      and the semester final exam/final project, if applicable.

      50% of a student's final grade will be based upon classroom assignments, quizzes,    

      projects, and group and individual participation in projects.

3. Qualifiers (homework, classroom assignments, quizzes, etc.) may be used to determine if a student is prepared to take an assessment.

4. Multiple assessment opportunities will NOT be available.  Students who have completed all qualifiers may request to arrange additional review or study time with the teacher before or after school.

5. Make-up Work/Late Work:  Late work will not be tolerated.  Any assignment not submitted when requested but submitted by 3:15 the same day it is due will be given a score of no higher than 70%. Any assignment not submitted on the day it is was requested but submitted no more than one class period late will be given a score of no higher than 50%.  Assignments turned in more than one class period late will be recorded as a zero. Eventhough no credit will given, some assignments will be considered essential and must be completed before taking the unit assessment.  In the case of an absence, students will be given 2 school days following each day of absence to make-up his/her assignments.  The student is responsible for getting his/her make-up work from the daily assignments notebook.

6.  Students who have completed all qualifiers and outcomes at a satisfactory level may   

      request to complete enrichment/extra credit activities to improve their final grade.   

     The student will need to make  an appointment with the teacher before or after school  

     to discuss possible enrichment/extra credit activities. 

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS
Be Responsible and Respectful:  A few examples…  

Come to class with a pen or pencil, your book, and paper everyday.

Remain in your seat until the dismissal bell rings (do not gather around the door).
