Course Description:

Students will learn the basic concepts of clothing, including label laws, consumer rights and responsibilities, fabric construction, and clothing construction.  Students will demonstrate the ability to read and follow directions and use basic math skills while demonstrating basic hand sewing skills, pattern knowledge, and sewing machine operation as they complete a variety of samples and projects throughout the semester.
