Course Description:

As a student in this course, you will spend approximately half of the semester learning the most important topics of Adobe Dreamweaver CS4. No prior computer experience is assumed. First you will learn about getting started with Adobe Dreamweaver CS4. You’ll move on to learn how to create a web site and develop a web page. After that you’ll learn about formatting text and using and managing images. You’ll then move on to learn about creating links and navigation bars. The course will explore other topics as well, such as, using CSS to lay out pages and positioning objects with HTML tables. The class will wrap up with a lesson about collecting data with forms. The second part of the semester will be devoted to maintaining and creating pages which are linked to the PLHS website.
