Requirements:

Student participation in class/lab activities; completion of assignments with passing grade.

Projects:

Safety, skills and problem solving, as well as craftsmanship, will be reinforced and evaluated throughout the course. The projects identified in this course vary from semester to semester.  However, classroom and lab work  will reinforce classroom activities.
Behavior Plan:

Students are expected to do the following in this class:

Be in the classroom and in the assigned seat when the bell rings.

Students will be required to complete assignments.

Course Outline:

1. Safely utilize and maintain tools common to the building trades industry.
2.  Demonstrate Blueprint reading skills including the interpretation of plans, elevations, 

schedules, sections and details.
3.  Estimate building materials and cost for a project.
4.  Set up and utilize leveling instruments
5.  Install sill seal and sill plate to the foundation.
6.  Lay out, construct and erect walls and partitions.
7.  Lay out, cut and install ceiling joists.

8.  Construct a frame roof and apply sheathing.

9.  Install a pre-hung window.

10. Install a pre-hung exterior door with weather-stripping.
11. Install a lockset on an entry door.
12. Describe the types of and demonstrate the application of common wood sidings used as 

exterior finishes.
13.  Apply fiberglass shingles with a 5” exposure, including at least one rooftop projection. 

14.  Install factory-made cabinets, countertops, and backsplashes.
15.  Obtain the OSHA 10 Hour Safety Training Certificate of Completion.
