Course Outline:

Fall Semester
Basic conversation. Greetings, likes/dislikes, expressing to want and to have, adjectives, articles, verbs and compound verbs, numbers 1-1000, telling time, adverbs, linguistic constructions, sentence and interrogative structure, descriptions.
Spring Semester
Continued from fall semester.
